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THE ITALIAN - EGYPTIAN
COMMODITY AID PROGRAMME

The Italian - Egyptian Commodity Aid Programme allocated a total of 36 millions Euros to import to Egypt essential
commodities, goods, equipment, manufactured in Italy, with related services. Egyptian Public and Private Organizations,
including Joint Ventures and Egyptian entreprencurs are eligible to apply for funding.

Funds pursuant to this Programme should be used to import from Ttaly:

Capital goods, machineries and equipment as well as raw materials and semi-finished materials, medicines (included in
WHO?s list essential drug), laboratory instruments.

Services related to the supplies, including installation, assembling, training and operation of machinery and equipment.

The funds allowed are as follows:

For the Public Sector (GRANT)
Minimum allowed transaction: € 60.000
Maximum allowed transaction: € 2.900.000

For the Private Sector (SOFT LOAN)
Minimum allowed transaction: € 60.000
Maximum allowed transaction: € 1.750.000

The application is originated by the potential beneficiary (public or private) who submit the Application Form, including
alist of the goods and services requested, should be presented for approval to the Person in Charge
at the Ministry of International Cooperation (see Contacts).

Upon the approval of the request, a detailed list with the technical specifications of the goods and services should be
presented in order to prepare the full Tender documents with the assistance of the Italian Commodity Aid Programme
Expert. These documents shall be submitted to the MIC for approval and to be forwarded to the ITtalian Ministry of
Foreign Affairs for final revision and for floating the Tender.

The Italian supplier is selected through a Public Tender floated in Italy and his supply activities coordinated with the
supervision of the Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs. The award of the tender to the selected supplier is the respon-
sibility of the Person in Charge in accordance with the evaluation by the beneficiary and respecting the public tenders’
Ttalian law.

All Programme activities are coordinated by the Person in Charge of the Egyptian MIC, assisted by the Italian Expert of
the Commodity Aid Programme. The National Bank of Egypt is responsible for the credit management with the Benefi-
ciary. The Banca Intesa-Sanpaolo di Torino is the Italian Agent Bank in charge to pay the Italian suppliers.

Terms and Conditions - Public Sectot:
The equipment and services provided under the Italian Commodity Aid Programme are fully funded as a grant to the
Egyptian Government.

Terms and Conditions - Private Sector:

The private sector is eligible for funding, through a loan to be repaid in local currency, with a fixed exchange rate cal-
culated on the day of purchase agreement signature. A Down Payment of 20% of the total price awarded will be paid
by the beneficiary after the signature of the contract; the remaining 80% will be repaid with an interest rate of 4%. A
grace period of 12 months is granted and the payments shall be completed within 3 years after the grace period through
6 semi annual instalments.

The reimbursement of the resources received as credit by the private beneficiaties originates a Counterpart Fund. The
Fund is used to promote initiative with social-economic priority requirements, with special reference to environment
sector and the promotion of the social role of women. Eligible beneficiaries are international and local NGO, other no
profit association and governmental institutions.
